2. HAND WRITING: Grades 3 to 5. Write out the paragraph below.  Students can use pencil or pen on lined or unlined, 8.5 x 11 paper (no smaller). Students will be marked on accuracy and penmanship.

The Atlantic salmon can travel thousands of kilometers at sea before returning to the Miramichi. Salmon that return to the river to spawn can go months without eating, and will stay in the river all winter long. The MSA would like to encourage everyone to enjoy the sport of salmon fishing, and to help protect the amazing Atlantic salmon!
3. CREATIVE WRITING: Get creative and use your words! Submit a poem or short story about your favorite fishing experience, the MSA, or anything about Atlantic salmon or the Miramichi River. Stories may be printed, written, or typed, but must be the student’s own ideas and work. There are three divisions, K – 2, 3 - 5 and 6 – 8. Students will be judged on creativity, grammar and penmanship (where applicable). 
4.  ART:  Submit a drawing or painting. The art should be about Atlantic salmon in the Miramichi River, and must be original work by the student and not a copy of existing artwork. The art can be on any aspect of Atlantic salmon and the Miramichi River. Some Ideas are:

*Fishing on the Miramichi

*A Leaping Salmon


* Salmon Flies

*The Life Cycle of Atlantic salmon 
*Predators & Prey of the Atlantic salmon 
Students will be judged on originality, creativity and theme.
