Strategy:  Reread to Lift a Line (Second-draft reading)

Purpose:  To help students understand that rereading is a helpful technique and not a weakness.  This "second draft reading" helps the reader to pay attention to details they may have missed the first time through.  

How:  Ask students to find a spot where they found a detail or moment that they had missed in their first read and rewrite that line in their readers notebook.  Then, students will write about how that detail or moment helped them gain more meaning from the story or text.
