Strategy:  Leaning In 

Purpose:  To help readers see (infer) details that may be in our minds, even if the author did not necessarily write it.  Readers use what the author tells them, and what they already know to make inferences.

How:  Readers must pause their reading, and lean in to see more of the scene.  Leaning in is like pausing a movie to look at a frame, or talking a magnifying glass to a picture.  Then readers can understand the details and the meaning that the author intends.

Writing Connection:  As writers we must consider the pictures we see, and think about the details we use to make the pictures clear to help our readers see a similar picture.
