On week three enjoy a full weeks stay at the Morada Resort where campers will enjoy all the resort has to offer such as canoeing, kayaking, indoor swimming pool, campfire entertainment, etc.  This last week students will be immersed in technology starting every morning off with “Being SMART with technology”. Students will learn how to create stop-motion animations and video productions.
