A) Hamlet Act 1, Scene 2:
1. In his soliloquy, Hamlet uses the image of an unweeded garden (lines 135-136). What is Hamlet comparing to a garden? What are the weeds? Who is responsible for tending the garden? If Hamlet were the chief gardener, how do you think he would go about restoring his garden?

2. What is Hamlet’s idea of a perfect marriage? What roles would the husband and wife play? What is your definition of an ideal marriage? What roles should a husband and wife play?

3. What do Hamlet’s comments about his father, Gertrude and Claudius reveal about his own personality?

B) Act 1, Scene 3:

1. Review Polonius’ advice to Laertes (lines 58-81). Make a list of Polonius’ values concerning love, money, clothing, friendship and entertainment.

2. What advice might an older brother give to a younger sister nowadays about her first romance? What advice might an older sister give a younger brother about his first love? How does Ophelia respond to Laertes’ advice? What does this suggest to you about their relationship?
C) Find 5 literary devices in scene 3. And 3 problems Hamlet faces.
