DEFINTIONS FOR ROMEO AND JULIET
SOLILOQUY

- this is like a "heart-to-heart" between the character and the audience
 - long monologue (character seems to be talking to him/herself - but the effect is that they are talking to the audience) 

- these are not addressed to other characters, but to the people watching the play. 

ASIDE:

- like a mini soliloquy

- usually happens during a dialogue ( or a conversation between characters)

- this is a quick thought, shared with the audience or character, often about the conversation a character 
is having at the time.

CHORUS:

- a narrator who introduces the beginning of each act (this is like the 
chapter of a book)

- sets the mood

- keeps the audience from getting confused

- the audience in Shakespeare's day was so rude, one of the jobs of the Chorus was to tell them to be quiet 
and listen up. 

DRAMATIC IRONY: 

· occurs when the words or actions of a speaker in a play carry a meaning that is not intended by 

the speaker but understood by the audience and, often, by another character.

The irony results from the contrast between the meaning intended by the speaker and the added significance seen 

by the others.

*The audience and the speaker know what is REALLY happening and the events that have and may soon occur.
