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Letter from a WWI Soldier
Your Task: 

· Assume the role of a young Canadian soldier who has experienced the trenches and warfare during WWI.  You are homesick and want to write a letter home to your loved ones and friends to let them know you are alive and well.  You do, however, want to tell them of the difficult experiences you have fought through.
Structure/Organization:

· Your letter should be in the form of 5 journal entries (5 paragraphs).  Each journal entry should have a different date or heading, but should flow from one paragraph to the next. For example, you should reference how the experience in each entry has changed since your last entry. 
· The first journal entry (introduction) should explain why you signed up.  

· In your next three journal entries, (paragraphs 2, 3, 4) describe your feelings, experiences since you arrived in Europe, sights and sounds, and what your unit or battalion hopes to accomplish during the war.
· The last journal entry (conclusion) should describe the end of the war with dates and with a retrospective view of the war.  How will the experiences fighting the war help you throughout the rest of your life at home?  What lessons have you learned that you might be able to transfer over to life after war?

· MLA Format

· 12 point Times New Roman Font

· 1 Inch margins on ALL sides (file-page setup- top, bottom, left and right areal set to 1.0)

· Double Spaced (ctrl A, ctrl 2) or (format- paragraph-line spacing = double)

· No extra spaces between paragraphs
· Appropriate heading (name, teacher, course, date)
· Header (last name page number in top right hand corner)
· NO COVER PAGE
