“Twins” Assignment - Application of literary Terms Assignment

1. Read the story “Twins” by Eric Wright  

2. Use a dictionary, your notes, textbooks, and/or the internet to define the following literary terms.

3. Apply elements from “Twins” to each of the literary terms you defined.  Excellent answers will include at least one quote, the corresponding page number(s) and a detailed explanation.

Sample Answer – (for the literary term “setting”)

Setting refers to the time and place in which a story takes place. The main setting of the short story “Twins” is “on the edge of an old mine shaft about ten miles north of Sudbury”.  The author explains that it has been deserted for 30 years and that the main characters “had to claw their way into dense scrub pine to reach it, and pick the lock on two chain fences that guarded the hole.”  This setting is important because it is the perfect place to commit a crime, and this story is a murder mystery.

NOTE – Do not use the example above in your answers.  Do not use any quote more than once.

1. Character (include antagonist and protagonist in your definition) Describe the protagonist. Is he (or she) a flat, round, static, stock or dynamic character – or a combination?

2. Conflict (include the types of conflict - human vs. self, human vs. human, human vs. nature and human vs. society - identify and describe which was the main type of conflict in "Twins")
3. Plot - Also draw a diagram labeling the following - exposition, initial incident, rising action, climax, falling action/denouement, and conclusion.  Find and explain the climax only.

4. Figurative language - Find and explain one example

5. Foreshadowing - Find and explain one example.

6. Point of view - Define first-person, third-person limited, objective and omniscient – Which of the above is used in “Twins”? Why did Wright choose this form of narration?
7. Theme – Explain the theme.  How does it apply to the today’s society?

8. Irony - Find and explain one example.

9. Symbol - Find and explain one example.
