Through an analysis of these genres, you will develop your reading, writing, and listening skills and explore different themes and issues.

You must obtain a minimum mark of 60% to pass this course.

· Journal topics will be provided daily and collected every 10 entries.
· You will be responsible to complete independent reading this year (some reading time will be provided in class). You may bring your own books to class or help yourself to the classroom library and/or the school library.
· You will be marked on class participation and homework randomly.
· You will write the ELPA – English Language Provincial Assessment in January and there will be one exam in this course in June.
Extra Help:  If at anytime a student is having difficulty in this course, extra help is available upon request. 
Absenteeism:  Any student who misses a class is responsible for the material he/she misses.  If a student misses a test or quiz, it is his/her responsible to make arrangements to write the test.  **Tests/quizzes will not be written during class time.
