Course Content: English 11 focuses on the outcomes of the New Brunswick English Language Arts Curriculum. The outcomes for grade 11 English focuses on the following areas:

· Speaking and Listening – students will participate in a series of oral discussions and presentations, both formal and informal. Students will be expected to contribute both as presenters and as a respectful audience.

· Reading and Viewing – students will read and give detailed accounts of complex and sophisticated texts and issues, which will, in turn, aid them in becoming critical and reflective readers. They will also be expected to express their reactions and opinions to various forms of print and visual material.

· Writing and Representing - . Students will write a selection of pieces designed to exhibit a variety of writing genres, such as: expository writing, narrative writing, persuasive writing, and professional writing. Students will demonstrate the process of writing using the 6+1 Traits of Writing. Students will also use other means, such as drama and multi-media, to express their thoughts and feelings about various concepts.

English 112 is organized into thematically based units and one ongoing independent reading unit. Students will demonstrate their progress through a variety of assignments including discussion forums, essays, research reports, narrative, exposition, drama and multi-media.

Misc. – Independent reading and book reviews, grammar and mechanics exercises, reading comprehension exercise, demand writing, short story analysis and poetic analysis.
